2. Applicants must submit a typed double-spaced essay in response to the following:

BEGIN A PROGRAM OF WEALTH BUILDING FOR YOURSELF AND FUTURE FAMILY? 
 
      Note:  Paper length should not exceed 4 pages.  Papers that exceed these requirements may be DISQUALIFIED.
 
3. Applicant must attach a transcript of grades and (1) Recommendation (preferably from Guidance Counselor or Instructor of English, 

Math, or Science). 
 
4. JUDGING CRITERIA: Essay will be judged on originality, clarity of theme, presentation of supporting arguments, as well as essay 

structure, grammar, and spelling.  Additional criteria to be considered include recommendation, GPA, SAT &/or ACT scores, 
extracurricular activities, and, if required, a personal interview. 

 
5. COMPLETE SCHOLARSHIP PACKAGE - APPLICATION, ESSAY, RECOMMENDATION, & TRANSCRIPT MUST BE 

POSTMARKED NO LATER THAN August 25, 2008. MATERIALS POSTMARKED AFTER THAT DATE MAY BE 
DISQUALIFIED.  Scholarship awards winners will be notified weeks after submission. Questions may be addressed to Augustine
